Disse forhandlinger er blevet besverliggjort af, at vores besatning
er blevet fjernet fra skibet og opholder sig i land - og ikke som normalt ombord
pad et skib.

Derudover er forhandlingerne hidtil desverre strandet pa piraternes urealistiske
krav til lgsesum - krav, som Shipcraft desverre ikke er i stand til at honorere.
Vi arbejder fortsat iherdigt pd at finde en lgsning, sdledes at vi snarest
muligt kan fa vores besztning hjem.

Sad anniversary of hostage situation

It is with sadness as well as regret that we must conclude that our 6 colleagues
have now been held hostage by Somali pirates for 365 days. Just like all other
days in the past year our thoughts go to our abducted crew and their worried
families.

In collaboration with our professional consultants Shipcraft has worked
diligently and steadily throughout this long year to negotiate a solution with
the pirates. The negotiations have been hampered by the fact that our crew has
been removed from the vessel and is held hostage ashore - as opposed to pirates’
normal operating procedure.

In addition, unfortunately the negotiations have been fruitless up till now due
to the pirates' unrealistic demand for ransom which Shipcraft unfortunately is
not in a position to meet. We continue to work diligently to find a solution,
which will bring our crew home as soon as possible.
